RESEARCH AND SCHOLARSHIP:

My research and scholarship have focused on psychotherapy process and outcome and are shaped by my early training as a life-span developmental psychologist. In examining psychotherapy, I place special emphasis on both the development of clients and the development of therapists (as well as influence of their training). Thus studying psychotherapy and supervision as contexts for development has come to complement my previous research on workplaces and higher education as contexts for late adolescent and adult cognitive development, social development, and ego development.
